Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 8:05 a.m. by Dr. Dennis J. Charlton, President. 

President’s Report

The board discussed hotel contracts for the 2014-2017 PDA Annual Session and whether PDA wishes to remain at The Hotel Hershey or consider other venues.  Because the board agreed that cost is an important consideration in contemplating venues, it discussed the need to conduct a cost analysis for other venues.  After discussion, the board agreed that there may be less expensive venues in the Harrisburg/Hershey area; however The Hotel Hershey is capable of meeting PDA’s needs and is the most desirable location in the area for attracting members to Annual Session.  
By a vote of 5-4, the board voted not to investigate other venues in the Harrisburg/
Hershey area as potential venues for future Annual Sessions.

Given that the board voted not to explore other potential venues, by a vote of 9-0-1, the board approved the dates for the 2014-2017 PDA Annual Session to be held at The Hotel Hershey.

President-Elect’s Report

Dr. Dishler stated that he is planning an all day Friday format for board meetings during the 2012-2013 association year.

The board discussed its role in membership and other emerging needs and by consensus agreed that the board should be taking a more active role in emerging needs than it currently does.  It was suggested that future board meetings include a specific timeframe to discuss emerging needs.  The board directed that by November 1, 2011, each trustee submit to Dr. Charlton one emerging need that they anticipate as being important during the next 5-10 years. (09/11BT04)
Secretary’s Report

Dr. Sameroff reported that a pamphlet outlining the schedule for ADA Annual Session is complete and will be made available to the delegates and alternates.  Volunteers are needed to help in the PDAIS hospitality suite at ADA Annual Session; the suite will be open starting on Monday evening, October 10. 
Treasurer’s Report

During the 2010 PDA audit, Ms. Ritter recommended that the capitalization policy be reviewed.  Currently, any item that is valued at $5,000 or greater is depreciated and any items valued at less than $5,000 are expensed.  After reviewing the policy, the Budget, Finance and Property Committee (BFPC) recommended that the depreciation value be increased to $10,000. 

At the 2011 PDA Annual Session a request was made that the Pennsylvania Dental Hygienists’ Association (PDHA) and the Pennsylvania Dental Assistants’ Association (PDAA) share a portion of the funding for the Health and Well Being Program; specifically the $25,000 fee paid annually to the Physician’s Health Program (PHP) for monitoring impaired dental team members.  The Concerned Colleague Committee (CCC) discussed the issue at its May meeting and agreed that PDHA and PDAA should 
help pay the PHP fee.  The PDHA and PDAA consultants on CCC were directed to request their associations make a donation to PHP. 

Following the May 26 storm, total clean-up costs came to $16,113.57.  Of that total, $7,290.00 was covered by insurance and the remaining balance was charged to 
emerging needs.  In addition, landscaping to replace trees, bushes, etc. is not accounted for in the total clean-up costs. 

Immediate Past President’s Report

Dr. Spruill reported that he has attended 8 fundraisers since PDA Annual Session in April and that he has 2 more scheduled prior to ADA Annual Session. 
ADA Trustee Report
· During the last ADA board meeting, a significant amount of work was done on ADA’s pension program which is expected to save ADA $40 million over the next decade.  
· The board also held a closed session with the Commission on Dental Accreditation (CODA) to discuss the accreditation of dental therapy programs in Minnesota.  There will be an open CODA meeting at ADA Annual Session. 

· During the ADA House of Delegates meeting, there will be several resolutions within the Special Committee on Financial Affairs and the various board committees.  There will be an opportunity for two members of the ADA house to be placed on each board committee.  There will also be a resolution requesting $300,000 for an outside entity to conduct a study of ADA governance. 

· State Public Affairs Program funding has been reduced for 2012.  Any monies granted by ADA will most likely be given to states facing workforce issues.  
· Student Block Grants have also been reduced due to lack of data that shows student outreach programs have any effect on membership. 

CEO Report

The board went into executive session for the CEO Report.

The 2010 CEO evaluation included a goal to increase presence at district and local events.  Ms. Kostelac-Cherry has reached out repeatedly though the year still is not receiving invitations to events.  

There has been an issue with leaders registering for CROP and student outreach events and then failing to attend the event. Ms. Kostelac-Cherry reminded the board 
that there is a fiscal implication for those who do not show.  The board agreed that the Membership Committee should develop a policy for reimbursement of PDA expenses in the amount of the 50 percent per person cost.
